Mandatory First Year Pharmacy Student Orientation is all week: Monday, August 13th through 
Thursday, August 16th.  Although there will be free time built into the schedule, plan to be at orientation 
from 8:00am - 5:00pm each day.  The orientation program is for students only (not for family members).  
However, there are events that your family members/significant other may attend: 1) Meet the Dean on 
Monday, August 13, 2018 at 8:30am and 2) Dean’s Welcome Reception on Monday, August 13, 2018 at 
5:00pm.  As the date approaches, official invitations will be sent via email to ask for your RSVP. 
 
Professional attire will be required throughout the week.  On Wednesday, August 15, 2018 (date subject 
to change), please bring your short white coat (see clothing/attire section below) as you will have a 
professional photo taken.  Men should wear a button down shirt and a tie is recommended.  Women 
should wear a blouse/button down shirt or an appropriate dress.  To get an idea of what the pictures will 
look like, you may view our Ambassadors’ photos at 
http://pharmacy.uhh.hawaii.edu/prospectivestudents/ambassadors.php.   
 
During the first morning of orientation we will collect a mandatory Professional Liability Insurance fee 
(approximately $16).

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• Exams are scheduled outside of class time.  The final class schedule and final exam schedule will be 

emailed to you closer to the start of the semester. 
• You will also be assigned to a Pharmaceutics Laboratory.  You will be informed of your lab 

schedule during the first week of classes. 
• Pharmacy Practice Experiential course PHPP 501, Introductory Pharmacy Practice Experience 

(IPPE), will take place during its scheduled course time and during specified rotation and breakout 
sessions.  A detailed scheduled will be provided by PHPP 501 course coordinator during syllabus 
review.  

• You will also complete a four-week summer retail rotation at a local community pharmacy 
throughout the State of Hawaii, during the summer of 2019 (40 hours per week for four weeks).  The 
dates of the rotation will be given to you by Dr. Lara Gomez, Director of Clinical Education during 
the fall semester, with schedule assignment released in early spring semester. 
 

REGISTRATION 
Early registration for classes will begin on Monday, April 9, 2018 at 6:00am.  To register, login to 
MyUH Services (https://myuh.hawaii.edu/) and click “STAR GPS Registration.”  Under the “GPS 
Registration” tab, look for “Fall 2018” and click “Register – Add/Drop Classes” (blue button).  Click 
“Continue to Registration” on the top right.  Enter the CRNs (course registration number) noted above.    
Do not register for PHPP 528.  Please note that you will proceed through your classes as a cohort and 
therefore there is no competition for a seat in the classes. 
 
TUITION PAYMENT 
The deadline for tuition will depend on when you register for classes and also if you are receiving 
financial aid through UH Hilo.  After registering for classes, you will be able to pay for your tuition 
online with either a Visa or MasterCard.  You may choose to pay with a check, money order or cash at 
the Cashier Office.  An installment payment plan is also available 
(http://hilo.hawaii.edu/uhh/bo/cashier/InstallmentPaymentPlan.php).   
 
If registering between April 9, 2018 and August 10, 2018, payment must be received by 4:00pm on 
August 10, 2018 otherwise your registration may be cancelled and you may need to re-register.  If you 
were awarded financial aid, you will not have your classes cancelled.  Payment deadline for students 
still enrolled or registering after August 10th is September 11, 2018.   
 
Please mark your calendars with the respective payment deadlines as no letter or notice will be sent to 
you.  If you are receiving financial aid, your financial aid award will be applied to your tuition before 
the final deadline, September 11, 2018.  Funds received in excess of institutional charges will be 
refunded to you.  You will receive a refund check at the mailing address currently on file with the 
university.  To eliminate mailing time, you may request that the refund be sent directly to your bank 
account.  You may check your address and/or sign up for eRefunds via the MyUH portal at 
https://myuh.hawaii.edu/cp/home/displaylogin.  You are strongly encouraged to participate in eRefunds.

• Examplify cannot be used on virtual operating systems such as Microsoft's Virtual Machine, 
Parallels, VMware, VMware Fusion or any other virtual environments. 

• The DKICP licensed version of Examplify will not operate on Mac Tablets.  
• ExamSoft does not support convertible devices other than Surface Pro, Surface Books, and 

Surface Laptops (Non-Pro Surface devices are NOT supported).
